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· Post-Fielding Support Analysis (PFSA).  The PFSA is a capability that uses data captured in field performance databases such as the Logistics Integrated Database, acquisition databases, and other user-owned data sources to provide an analysis capability for the PEO/PM and MSC community.

· The PFSA can be used to assess a predecessor system to identify logistics support and cost drivers to support new acquisitions or recapabilization efforts.  It can also be used during acquisition to track contractor performance using contractor developed data sources and government established metrics.

· PFSA provides a statistical method for tracking performance based logistics metrics throughout the life cycle. Examples of the PFSA analysis capability are:

· Trend Analysis (On-Demand)

· Trigger Based Analysis (Metric Tracking)

· Weapon System Analysis (Two-year Assessment of a weapon system)

· The basic capability is available to Army organizations and supporting contractors. Because of the PFSA’s modular design, it is easily tailorable to meet specific program needs.
