Army engineers are doing their
best, but they can’t come up with
equipment that will take this abuse
and still do a top job without extra
attention.
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Evenwith better lubes, stronger met-
als and rugged electronics, parts will
loosen, bend, break, leak, rot, dry out
and wear faster than seems reason-
able toyou.

That’s where PM comes in. It’s
that extra lubing, cleaning and tight-
ening when conditions or operations
demandit.

This extra attention lets you find
and correct minor faults before they
become major faults.

Face it. Your Army gear gets harder
use than your personal gear. That’s
not going to change. What you can
change, is the extracare it gets—PM.

Here’s another way to think about
it: Would you stake your life—
right now—on the condition of your
equipment?
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
