5 ay it to yourself over and over—never steer
the excavator during construction operations.

Turning the wheel while using the dozer blade
puts so much stress on the track that it can be
thrown. Thrown track can crack road wheels,
bend road arms and rip actuators from the hull.

And forget about sharp turns during other
operations. You can throw a track that way, too.

If you have to make a turn while pushing a
load, use the excavator’s tilt cylinders, but not
the steering wheel. That’s hands off!
