When the bottom drops out of the thermometer this winter, make sure your
howitzer’s air cleaners are set for the season.

The air cleaner locking handles need to be down and locked in their holders when
the temperature is below 25°F. If you extend ‘em, the air is too cold and your engine
won't run properly.

For intermediate temperatures (25-40°F), start the engine with the locking handles
in the winter position. Then, move the handles to the up position when the engine
reaches operating temperature.

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Remember, though, that when temperatures climb above 40°F, you must put the
handles in the up, extended position. Leaving the handles down during warm winter
days—and especially during the summer—will overheat your engine and maybe burn
up some valves. :

While you're at it, take a close
look at the air cleaner indicator.
If the indicator reads 25-in H20 or
higher, the air cleaner element
needs to be serviced. A reading

of less than 25-in H20 is OK. Check air
cleaner

indicator
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
