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 Winches need to be reeled in with 
some resistance and they need to 
be spooled evenly. Otherwise, you 
can damage the spool, or damage 
or crush the cable. Improper 
spooling on wreckers, or on other 
vehicles with recovery winches, 
also can injure or kill people if the 
cable breaks. 
 If you see that the winch on your 
wrecker isn’t spooled correctly, fix 
the problem by re-spooling it right! 
Take the time to spool the way the 
TM says. 
 And remember this sober 
warning: Your body can’t stop the 
whip of a broken cable! Everybody 
should stay clear of the cable when 
there’s a load on it.
